SUMMARY SNAPSHOT

Key themes from interactive sessions

o Recognition of palliative care as a human right
for all who need it.

o Increased and sustained funding for palliative
care services to ensure access regardless of
geography, gender, cultural identity, stage in
life-limiting illness, age and place of residence.

o Provision of clear referral pathway options from
point of diagnosis and involving the unwell
person, their carer, family and friends.

o Development of a “consumer passport of care”
approach to emphasise the importance of
consumer-directed planning and consistency of
information shared.

o Investment in engagement and education
strategies to inform and engage the health and
aged care sectors and community on the value
of advance care planning processes and early
referral to palliative care services and
community supports.

o Investment in recruitment and retention
strategies to increase the number of specialist
palliative care physicians, nursing and allied
health professionals.
